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ABOUT ITALY: THE GRAND TOUR

Dr. Swanson, Professor of Mathematics and the Director of the Honors
Program, will lead a group of AU Honors students to Italy in May 2015. The
multi-city tour will provide students with the opportunity to experience
firsthand the culture of Italy. The tour is tied to the Spring 2015 Honors
390: Honors Interdisciplinary Seminar course, during which students will
study various topics related to Italy, including one segment of the course
dedicated to issues in modern day Italy. Students will keep a journal while in
Italy and use their journal entries to write a GPS narrative based on their
experiences in Italy. The course has been approved to count as a Course
with Study Away within the GPS requirement of the Core Curriculum.

ESTIMATED PROGRAM COST

Program Cost: $3,450 (Increased airline fuel charges could raise the price)

INCLUDED: Airfare, hotel accommodations (3-4 per room), ground transportation in
Italy, 8 breakfasts, 5 dinners, tickets for events in itinerary, tips, and international
health insurance.

NOT INCLUDED: Transport to and from Ohio airport, other meals not specified, twin
hotel room accommodations upgrade ($30 per night), trip interruption and
cancellation insurance, and personal expenses.
